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Here are some of the ways we invite members and our friends to participate in communal life at Reconstructionist Temple Beth Israel:
Religious Services
*Weekly Friday night Kabbalat Shabbat and Saturday morning Shabbat service
*Special celebrations of the Jewish holidays
*Specially scheduled services and programs such as Shabbat Beit Midrash (study), Reconstructionist Open Houses, and a commitment to human rights and other social action issues

Wide Range of Activities and Social Services
*Our Children’s Learning Center provides a Hebrew school education for students in grades 1-7, with a preschool class available for young children as well; bar/bat mitzvah preparation
*Adult education at RTBI covers interesting issues of our time as well as studies of historical texts and Jewish history
*Our Kehillah Learning Center is where intergenerational learning and fun come together, with community dinners centered on holiday teachings and rituals, craft projects for young and old, and special events
*Cultural outings such as museum and theatre trips

Community/Social Action  
We apply our Jewish teachings to volunteer projects that serve the wider community such as:
*Participating in the Interfaith Fellowship for the Homeless
*Stocking the pantry at the Center for Food Action throughout the year
*Volunteering at local nursing homes on Christmas to enable Christian employees to spend the holiday at home with their loved ones
