New Year, New Experiments: The Innovations  
Cooperative 

 
 At RTBI, I have often seen that the events drumming 
up the most excitement and heaviest participation are 
often the ones invented by our passionate volunteers.  I 
think of musical concerts, the Medieval Spanish Feast, 
the garage sales, birthday celebrations, family Shabbat 
dinners, and our upcoming holiday boutique.  These 
events are fun, social, beneficial to the life of the  
synagogue, and, most important, they have the  
endorsement of fellow community members and  
personal friends who come to support those who have 
worked so hard to make them happen.  It is strength of 
the RTBI community that such grass-roots energy  
surrounds certain endeavors.  That organic energy is a 
testament to the democratic nature of our synagogue 
and is one of the pillars of Reconstructionism.  Kaplan 
taught that democracy’s positive impact upon Judaism 
can be seen when a group of people who hold a variety 
of personal differences are able to transcend that which 
divides them and achieve a sense of unity through 
shared interests and endeavors, thus linking the  
individual Jew to an experience of belonging to Jewish 
peoplehood.

1. Take a home water audit quiz.  
Take an easy and quick quiz  to uncover hidden  
water conservation opportunities in your home. At 
www.wateruseitwisey.com.  
2. Flush with less water.  
If your toilet was manufactured before 1992 and the 
toilet has never been replaced, then it is very likely 
that you do not have a water -efficient toilet. You can 
check the date stamp inside the toilet by lifting the 
lid and looking at the back of the toilet at the  
imprint of the make, model and date of  
manufacture. There are several ways to reduce your 
toilet's water usage:  
S Flush less often, and only when necessary.  
S Consider replacing toilets with models that 

achieve 1.3 gallons per flush or less, and are 
EPA Water Sense  certified.  

S If replacing your toilet is infeasible, you can 
easily install a toilet tank bank, available 
through Niagara Conservation . Like the  

 common brick method, this simple gadget 
allows you to use less water per flush

Getting Real: My Shema Story

I converted to Judaism when I was 16 years old. I 

loved being Jewish and I wanted to be as Jewish as I 

could be, so when I was 16 ½ I went to Israel to learn  
Torah for a year. My family thought I was in a phase that 

would pass. They were being tolerant. My friends thought 

I was finding myself and that Iôd soon find my way home. 

But in Jerusalem, in learning Torah, in Judaism, I knew: I 
was home. 

Before I even converted, the first mitzvah I kept 

was saying the Shema. I learned about it in the book To 
Be a Jew, and I memorized the transliteration and said it 

in Hebrew and in English every night before I went to 

sleep, just like it said to do in 
the vôahavta, the first para-

graph that follows. I even 

wrote it on the doorpost of my 

bedroom as it said to do. I had 
not yet seen a mezuzah at the 

time, so I took the words liter-

ally and used a black magic 
marker to write directly on the 

door frame, ñHear O Israel, 

the Lord our G-d, the Lord is 

One.ò 
Since the day I 

stepped out of the mikvah and became a Jew, I had no 

regrets, and I never looked back. I loved G-d, I loved the 
Jewish People, I loved the land of Israel, and I was 

thrilled to be a part of it all. 

And yet there was a little voice of doubt that wor-
ried me. What if I was a fake? What if my family was 

right? I was young after all. What if it was a passing 

phase? 

I thought I was solid, my commitment was firm, but I had 
heard disheartening conversion stories of others, in both 

directions: the Jew who converted to Catholicism and 

even became a priest, but who wanted kaddish recited at 
his funeral, the Catholic who became a Jew but recited the 

rosary on his death bed. What if, in the moment of truth, I 

wasnôt for real? 
I was happy to live as a Jew, and I wanted to die 

like a Jewé but not for a really long time. How would I 

know that my conversion really worked? 

I continued to learn, and grow as a Jew. I spent a second 
year in Yeshiva, I served in the IDF, I married a wonder-

ful man, I covered my hair, we kept shabbos and a kosher 

home, we went to Russia to visit refusniks, I became a 
mother, and I continued to learn. My life was so good, it 

was almost surreal, and still I wondered, could this really 

be me? Am I for real?

One night my husband and I went on a date. We 

left our sleepy town of Long Beach, Long Island in search 

of some place that was still awake.

As I braced for an-

other car to plow into us I cried out, ñShema Yisroel, 

Adonai Eloheinu, Adonai Echad!ò 
  Then our car came back under control, and despite so 

many cars on the road, we were not hit. We drove back 

across the highway, onto the right side, and we continued 

on our way, unscathed, but not unaffected. 
  As we sat there, quietly driving safely together, I real-

ized the gift G-d had just given me. I was only in my 

early twenties, I didnôt have to wait for my deathbed to 
find out, just a spin across the highway, and now I knew, I 

knew, I was for real.

3. Be water conscious when washing your clothes.  
Your clothes washer is the second largest water user 
in your home. Make sure you only run your washer 
when you have a full load, and save energy by wash-
ing clothes in cold water. If your washer is over 10 
years old, replace it with an Energy StarÊ rated front
-loading washer and you'll use 50% less water and 
30% less energy, saving upwards of $135 on utility 
costs each year.  
4. Replace your showerhead.  
You can save water and money immediately by  
installing a low -flow, Water Sense -certified  
showerhead rated at 2 gallons per minute or less. 
These showerheads, which cut water usage by 20%, 
are relatively inexpensive, easy to install, and can be 
purchased in many home improvement stores.  
5. Install faucet flow restrictors.  
Faucet flow restrictors (also called aerators) reduce 
the flow of water from a faucet by at least 20% while 
maintaining the same water pressure. Aim for  
restrictors that achieve 1.5 gallons per minute (gpm) 
or less, and are EPA Water Sense  certified.  
6. Stop those leaks!  
Check your indoor water using appliances and  
devices for leaks. Silent leaks allow water and your 
money to go down the drain. Studies have shown 
homes can waste more than 10% due to leaking, 
which costs both you and the environment.  
7. Inspect your irrigation system frequently.  
Fix irrigation system leaks quickly and check for  
water in the gutters or mud puddles. Inspect your 
sprinklers and drip sprayers regularly for leaks  
during the daytime, instead of at night. If you have 
an older irrigation system, over 50% of the water can 
be lost to leaks.  
8. Make your landscape water friendly.  
Lawns and exotic ornamental plants are often the 
standard landscape, contributing significantly to a 
household's water footprint. Native plants, or those 
plants that thrive well in your climate and are  
historically native to your region, can keep your  
landscape beautiful without the need for additional 
water resources. In drier climates, xeriscaping is the 
native plant solution. See the grounds maintenance 
section of GreenFaith's website for additional  
resources on these topics.
