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HATE & HOPE 
Hatred, again 
An editorial reprinted from The Record 

 
 We had planned to write about the strong and 
heartening response to the Maywood synagogue 
incident, in which vandals scrawled anti-Semitic 
graffiti on the property. In a show of solidarity, 
people of different religions came to Temple Beth 
Israel on Tuesday to celebrate the first night of 

Hanukkah. It was a fine example of a community 
gathering together to fight religious hatred. 
 But then came the awful news Wednesday 
morning of another hate crime at another  
synagogue in another town, one eerily similar to 
the first and done, police suspect, by the same 
people. A second attack in as many weeks 

changes the tenor of the discussion from cautious 
hope to dismay. 
 This time the vandals chose Temple Beth El in 
Hackensack. The temple secretary came to work 
to find swastikas spray-painted on the building's 
façade, and the words, "Jews did 9/11" scrawled 
on the sidewalk, Staff Writer Stephanie Akin     

reports. In addition, "14-88" was painted on the 
side of the building. Those digits tip the scale    
toward at least a familiarity with white             
supremacist ideology. "Fourteen" refers to a white 
supremacist slogan composed of as many words, 
and "88" is a coded reference to the Nazi greeting. 
Neo-Nazis and white supremacists often use the

            In the flurry of activity between the discovery 

of the anti-Semitic vandalism at RTBI before        

Hanukkah and our public event, “Spread Light in  

Maywood,” a number of clergy people and towns-

people contacted me to express their outrage against 

the incident and their support for our commu-

nity.  Some of these people were not able to attend 

our solidarity service, while others whom I was not 

expecting were in attendance.  Because not every one 

of these supportive clergy people from the interfaith 

community were named at the public ceremony on 

the first night of Hanukkah, I am writing to share 

their messages of support to you. 

            Rabbi Neil Tow of Glen Rock Jewish Center 

was present at the event “Spread Light in  

Maywood,” while Rabbi Arthur Weiner of the JCC 

of Paramus sent a message to let RTBI know that we 

“have the full support of the Jewish Community 

Center of Paramus” along with regrets that he would 

be unable to attend due to a large event at their  

synagogue.  I also received a call from Rabbi      

Kenneth Berger, Rabbi Emeritus of Congregation 

Beth Sholom, expressing concern and support. 

            Father Lawrence Fama of Our Lady Queen of 

Peace notified his congregation about the incident 

and the solidarity event and called to let me know 

that he would be unable to attend.  Because of his 

efforts, a number of his parishioners were present at 

the event. 

            Reverend Kenneth Walkley of First  

Presbyterian Church, who spoke at the event, also 

wrote a letter to RTBI expressing his sadness about 

the news.  This letter will be posted on the bulletin 

board downstairs.  Finally, I learned after the service

An interfaith show of solidarity for 

vandalized Maywood synagogue

 A show of solidarity after a recent act of anti-Semitic 
vandalism gave fresh meaning to an ancient celebration 
Tuesday night as people of diverse ethnic and religious 
backgrounds descended on Temple Beth Israel in  
Maywood to usher in the eight-day festival of  
Hanukkah. 
 The holiday celebrates religious freedom, symbolized 
in the story of a war-ravaged temple’s tiny oil lamp that 
miraculously burned on for eight days instead of one. 
But the event also was billed as an evening of 
“Spreading Light in Maywood” — a response to a  
still-unsolved hate attack earlier this month on the  
borough’s only synagogue. 
 “I was surprised that it happened here, but it could 
happen anywhere,” said Dan Kirsch, a former chairman 
of the Jewish Community Relations Council of Bergen 
County. “People can come out in the dark, in the dark of 
their hearts. … But I was not surprised by the  
response.” 
 Kirsch was referring to the night of Dec. 10 or the 
early morning of Dec. 11, when someone spray-painted 
swastikas and hate messages at the temple, on West 
Magnolia Street, police said. Hate crimes are rare in 
Maywood, and police are still investigating, said Sgt. 
Mark Gillies. 
 The response from the community has been  
gratifying, said the congregation’s leader, Rabbi Jarah 
Greenfield, who added that she has received numerous 
letters of support from people of all backgrounds.“We’re 
joined in an effort to express ourselves as citizens with 
a conscience,” Greenfield said Tuesday night. 
 An interfaith group composed of other religious

Rather, “Goodbye Holland” shows the historically, 
deep rooted anti-Semitism that encouraged the 
Dutch government, police and civil servants to 
collaborate with the Nazis to implement massive 
deportations. The result was the death of 78% of 
Dutch Jews: the greatest percentage in all of the 
Western European countries. Through the lens of 
Lindwer, his personal quest to correct history, we 
see shockingly the uncovering painful truth of  
indifference, encouragement and participation 
and the pervasive anti-Semitism and the refusal 
to make amends to those who survived the  

concentration camps and returned home at the 
end of the war. 
 
Peter Cohen, who grew up in the Netherlands will 
introduced the film and share his experiences and 
knowledge of the time period pre WWII, the war 
years and post war years.

incident hopes to hold an event for Martin Luther King 
Jr. Day, she said, while town officials also said that they 
would help. The Tuesday night service drew a packed 
house at the temple, including Episcopalians, Lutherans,  
Presbyterians, Jews and at least one Sikh. 
 “Maywood is quite a unique municipality,” Greg  
Padovano, the borough’s mayor-elect, said at the  
Tuesday service. “We do come together and we do 
watch out for our neighbors.” 
 In interviews, clergy of all faiths in North Jersey  
echoed the words of Pat Kinney, representative of the 
Baha’i community, who said she was shocked and  
saddened by the anti-Semitic vandalism. “It’s terrible 
that something like this could still happen,” she said. 
“We’re supposed to be past this.” 
 Mayor Timothy Eustace said: “Most of us are  
appalled that this happened. The town did what it  
normally does — got together to show support for those 
who need support.” 
 Civic groups also have stepped up in solidarity: On 
Saturday, a group of men from the American Legion 
and Rotary Club sanded down the deck and cleaned the 
remainder of the graffiti off the sidewalk, said Borough 
Administrator Thomas Richards, explaining that public 
works employees cleaned most of the graffiti last week. 
 “We re-stained it with a heavy stain,” Richards said. 
“It looks good now. You wouldn’t know anything  
happened there.” 
 Michael Jordan, superintendent of the K-8 school 
district, said he grew up four houses from the temple on 
West Magnolia Avenue and was appalled by the  
incident. In school, he used it as a teachable moment. 
“We spent the day educating the kids on what happened 
and then going into why such a hate crime is taken so 
seriously,” he said. Referring to the swastika, he added: 
“There’s not many symbols that are so disgusting as 
this one.” 
 Jordan sent a memo home to parents urging them to 
speak to their children about the issue. 
 “Everyone has to make sure that this never occurs 
again,” he said. 
 The connection to the Hanukkah story is hard to 
miss, said Rabbi Neal Borovitz, leader of Temple Avodat 
Shalom in River Edge and chairman of the Inter-group 
Relations Committee of the Jewish Community Relations 
Council of Northern New Jersey. 
 “The Hanukkah story is all about religious freedom,” 
he said. “It’s one of the earliest instances when people 
fought a war for religious freedom. America is the land 
of religious freedom. Tonight, we’re all standing to-
gether to say we’re not going to let the light of  
freedom be extinguished by hate.” 
 Hanukkah, which means “dedication,”  
commemorates the victory of an outnumbered band of 
Jewish fighters who fought for their religious freedom 
against a Syrian Greek dictator some 2,200 years ago. 
The Maccabees wanted to celebrate their victory but 
found that their temple had been defiled. All that was 
left was a single lamp and day’s worth of oil. But  
miraculously, the lamp burned for eight days — long 
enough to secure more pure olive oil for burning in the 
holy temple.

 Greenfield said that together with the town and 
wider community, “we all rededicate ourselves to  
overpowering discrimination against any religious or 
ethnic group because we recognize that freedom and 
peace depend on our collective power to condemn acts 
of hatred.”

two numbers together. 

 In the Maywood attack, which happened the 
night of Dec. 10 or the early morning of Dec. 11, 
swastikas were painted on the building and  
property, and a statement that Jews caused the 
Sept. 11, 2001, terrorist attacks was also written 
on the sidewalk. The numeric phrase was there, 
too. The perpetrators have not yet been caught. 

 The two attacks are a stark reminder that 
North Jersey is not immune to hatred and  
intolerance. They hold particular resonance  
coming around Hanukkah, a celebration of the  
liberation of the land of Israel by a small band of 
Jews known as the Maccabees. The Syrian 
Greeks, who ruled the area, had forbidden Jews to 
worship under penalty of death. When the  
Maccabees restored the Temple in Jerusalem and 
lit the menorah, religious freedom triumphed over 
repression. Light penetrated the darkness. 
 Defiling the Maywood synagogue didn't stop 
religious observance. It spurred people to come 
together in support. That, too, is a light  
penetrating the darkness. 
 In an essay 
about political 
anti-Semitism, 
Harvard Univer-
sity professor 

Ruth R. Wisse 
writes that 
"although anti-
Semitism is  
often compared 
to cancer, there is no comparable effort to finding 
a cure." The reason is plain, she says. "Where the 
carriers of an illness are also its casualties, they 
and their well-wishers have incentives to tackle 
the problem. But the carriers of anti-Semitism do 
not experience themselves as its apparent vic-
tims." 
 New Jerseyans come from scores of countries 

and practice many different religions. Bigotry and 
hatred of any group must not be tolerated. While 
the carriers might not see themselves as victims, 
the community should do everything it can to stop 
the disease in its tracks. Maywood was a good 
start.
